Installation instructions:
Lock the hanging board ⑤ on a pre-embedded box with 
screws, after wiring, hang the indoor phone ⑥ on the 
hanging board according to the direction indicated in the 
diagram.

1.2 Functions and features

(1) 4-wire BUS connection.
(2) The system supports maximum 4 indoor phones and 2 
outdoor stations.
(3) A pinhole camera is used, supporting LED lighting 
compensation and a night viewing function.
(4) Support connection with an external analogue camera 
with CVBS signals.
(5) Support hands-free video intercom, monitoring and 
unlocking functions.
(6) Two options to release doors, by Signal or by Power.
(7) Call transfer function.

(JP62) introductions.
b. All "PAVG" ports have no difference.

2. Installation and commissioning

2.1 Outdoor station structure and installation diagram 
(FIG.1)

Installation instructions:
a. Fix the hanging board ② together with a cushioning 
sealing ring ① on wall by using two self-tapping screws, at 
a height about 1.40m from the ground. 
b. Lock the outdoor station ④ together with a cushioning 
sealing gasket ③ with one M3 countersunk screw.

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5. Troubleshooting

Common problems Possible reasons Solutions

No response to the 
outdoor station's call

Check the connection 
or Replace 220V socket

Poor contact between the power 
adapter and local socket

The indoor phone has 
no image, but other 
functions are normal

Black video signal wire is 
disconnected

Connect the wire again

Poor image quality of 
the indoor phone

Incorrect location of the video 
match jumper cap of the indoor 
phone or outdoor station

The outdoor station 
fails to call the indoor 
phone, and there is a 
prompt sound which 
indicates a call failure

If the problems are still there, please contact the local distributor.

2.5 Serial number of the extendable outdoor station

When the system has 2 outdoor stations, the outdoor 
stations need to be numbered. Long-press the Call button on 
the outdoor station for 6 seconds, and then you enter the 
serial number setting menu after hearing double beeps. 
Under such circumstances, if you click on the Call button 
twice quickly, the outdoor station is set as No.1 outdoor 
station; and if you click on the Call button three times 
quickly, the outdoor station is set as a No.2 outdoor station. 
After setting is completed, the outdoor station will sound a 
long beep, the settings are automatically saved and then exit 
the setting menu.
During the setting status, it will exit if there is no operation 
within 15s or a one click on the Call button.

2.6 Audio and video match 
(1) Audio match instructions

When the system has only 1 outdoor station and 1 indoor 
phone, keep the JP33 audio match jumper cap of the indoor 
phone at the FA terminal (default setting) unchanged; 

(2) Video match instructions

The JP62 video match jumper caps of the outdoor station ① 
and indoor phone ⑥ (see part 2.3) shall be kept at VM 
terminal (default setting), and the JP62 video match jumper 
caps of the rest outdoor and indoor phones are inserted at 
the NC terminal.

3. Operations

3.1 Call and Answer
Press the Call button on an outdoor station can call all the 
indoor phones that are connected. The indoor phones ring 
and display the image sent from the outdoor station. Any 
indoor phone answers the call by pressing the "    " button, 
the rest of indoor phones will stop ringing. The ringtone of 
the indoor phones is set as "Ding Tone." The ringtone lasts 
20s, and the display keeps showing the image to 40s. After 
40s the call automatically hangs up if there is no answer.
The communication time is 60s. After the talk is finished, 
press the "    " button to end the call.

3.2 Call transfer
During communication status, press the "    " button on the 
indoor phone to transfer the call to the rest of indoor phones.

3.3 Monitor
Press the "   " button on the indoor phone to monitor 
outdoor station. Press the "    " button to monitor the 
external analogue video camera. The monitoring time is 60s. 
If there are several outdoor stations, press "     " button again 
and again to monitor the outdoor stations by turn.
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3.4 Unlock
During communication status, press "    " button on the 
indoor phone to unlock the door. The outdoor station will 
sound one beep. The unlocking time is fixed as 5s.

3.5 Parameters setting
In any status, press "    " button, the menu of parameters 
(call volume, ringtone volume, color, brightness and 
contrast) will pop up. Pressing "   " button each time 
represents confirming the current status and switching to the 
next parameter. "     " and "    " buttons are used for 
adjustment. "   " button means increasing; "    " button 
means decreasing. Press the "  " button to save the 
adjustment and exit.

2.4 Factory settings
When the system has only 1 outdoor station and 1 indoor 
phone, the default factory settings are employed without 
changes; and when there are 2 outdoor stations and 2-4 
indoor phones, please refer to 2.5 and 2.6 for setting.

4. Precautions

4.1  Never power on before installation.
4.2 Note the colors of the wires during wiring to avoid 
inverse wiring from damaging the products.
4.3 Ensure that the products can be adapted to the 
environmental temperature during installation and use.
4.4  Avoid the outdoor station from rain and strong sunlight.
